Instructions for Posting Guidelines on the ANMC Clinical Guidelines Web Site.

1. Develop the guideline in the format outlined in the Guideline and Protocol Procedure.

2. Circulate the guideline for review and suggestions from the appropriate parties.

3. Attach the guideline approval form to the guideline. 

4. Present the final guideline at the appropriate Core Business Groups (CBG) if operational.  For example a guideline for urinary tract infection is presented to the Primary Care CCBG.  

· Some guidelines might require review at more than one CBG.  For example a guideline for hypertension during pregnancy is presented at both the Primary Care CBG and the Maternal Child Health CBG.

5. Present for final approval to the Performance Improvement Committee (PIC).  Contact the Medical Staff Office (x1983) for PIC meeting agenda additions.

· If the appropriate CBG is not operational the guideline will be brought directly to the PIC.

· It is recommended that a representative from the group developing the guideline present the guideline to the CCBGs and the PIC.  An alternative would be that the CCBG or PIC representative for the service center presents the guideline.

· Only PIC approved guidelines will be placed on the ANMC Clinical Guideline web site.  The manager of the Medical Staff office is responsible for posting the guidelines.
